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LINCOLN ROAD LAUNCHES ITS FIRST-EVER ART WALK ON MAY 15

New Cultural Series Highlights the Open-Air Promenade’s Galleries, Artists, Activations and Public Art

WHO/WHAT: On Thursday, May 15, the Lincoln Road Business Improvement District (BID) will present
the first-ever Lincoln Road Art Walk, a new monthly experience to showcase the district’s arts and

cultural presence. This ongoing initiative will take place on the third Thursday of every month, aligning
with the City of Miami Beach’s popular Culture Crawl.

While Lincoln Road is renowned for its shopping and dining scene, the open-air promenade is also home
to a growing creative landscape. The Art Walk invites visitors to explore this side of the district, with
participating galleries extending their hours and activating their spaces with new exhibitions, artist
meet-and-greets and more. As part of the May 15 debut, Lumas Art will host a special kickoff reception
featuring complimentary wine and champagne, free miniature artworks and exclusive discounts on
custom pieces.

Visitors can also experience the Rooted in Culture pop-up at Lincoln Center curated by Ketevan
Paitchadze. Presented in conjunction with its current run at Harvard University, this traveling exhibition
spotlights contemporary Georgian art through a collection of paintings and sculptures. The Miami
edition also includes “Creation Unbound: The Art of Becoming,” a live, evolving performance by
renowned Georgian artist Sergo Thileli, who will create more than 72 original artworks in real time
during the show’s run.
